Bargello Place-mats 12” x 18”
Fabrics
5 or more different but co-coordinating fabrics cut into 22” long strips varying widths 2” to 3 “
Quilt batting: a piece about 12” X 18”
Backing and borders to coordinate

Method
Lay the fabric strips out in a pleasing arrangement then sew the lengthwise strips together using a short stitch length. When you have finished all your fabrics should be joined in a series. It should be about   14” x 22” after sewing.
Press the seam allowances to one side.  

Cut the strip sets into 2 ", 2 1/4”, 2 ½”, 2 ¾”, 3” wide strips across.  You can vary the width of the strips at this point for more interest. You should have 8 to 10 strips. 

Join all but one of the strips to form a circle.  The un-joined one will be your start. Lay it on the table. Take one of the circles and place it beside the first strip in order to see where the next one should be cut.  At this point you will be cutting through the centre of one of the fabrics.  Place it beside the first, ensure that the sequence is in the right order and join the strips.  Stitch length can be about 2.5 for this. Take another circle and place it beside the set. This circle will be seam-ripped on the seam line.  Double check the sequence before you sew.  Continue on alternating cutting and seam ripping, until all strips are used.  

Trim the edges to make the placemat 12” wide.
Add border strips of complimentary or contrast fabric.  Trim to 12" X 18"
