Diagonal Placemat 
using leftover strips 12” x 18” finished size
Collect all your unwanted strips, sort by colour families. All strips must be straight but can be any width. You can join strips if some are short.  As you work along you will see that you need strips from 3” to 20” in length and any width.
Cut a cotton batting leftover into an 18” x 12” rectangle.       
On batting rectangle, mark a point 4 ½” from the top left corner and 4 ½” in from the bottom right corner. Draw a line to connect these points.

Start from the bottom left corner.  Place one strip right side up along the bottom, This strip should be about 16”, so that it covers the diagonal line. Place a slightly shorter strip right side down on top of the first strip. Stitch ¼” from the edge. Flip and press only if you are using cotton batting.  Place next strip in same manner.  Continue until all the left hand side is covered.  Fold batting back and trim the ends of the fabric only to within a ¼” of the diagonal line.

Place long strip on diagonal line, right side down.  Stitch and flip.  Continue until the top is finished. Square up to 18 X 12. Sandwich  and bind
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
